Payment and deposit
· Rent must be paid in advance every 4 weeks.
· The delay in the payment is not acceptable under any circumstances.

· You had given 2 weeks notice in advance
Noise and loud music 
Please, if you are watching TV or listening to the Radio, keep the volume down and do not disturb your house mates.  Also , please do not bang the doors. 

Visitors 
There is no problem with receiving friends however, visitors must be considerate and leave before 23:30 at night to respect others in house.  You will however be asked to leave the residence if we notice that you bring visitors into the accommodation and allow them to stay longer than the permitted time.

It is also not permitted to accommodate friends or relatives without arranging payment and permission, in writing, from BCC reception. 
Smoking
Smoking inside the residence is not permitted anywhere at any time.
Damage and breaking items 
If you break or damage anything in the residence you must please report it immediately .You may be asked to pay the cost of what you have damaged.
Washing Machine:
Everyone can use the washing machine once a week. Please choose the time and day that suits you and write it in the calendar.
Cooking 
Please be aware that cooking is not allowed after 23:00 and must keep the kitchen clean and tidy. You must clean any dishes and pans you use and return them to their right place. 
Alcohol
Please be aware that BCC is not a place to consume alcohol and party every night. Once we notice any anti-social behavior occurring, BCC has the right to ask you to leave immediately.
Prostitution, Violence and Drugs
